“We show our
students what on-campus resources are available to them including services and facilities,
learning strategies (note-taking, Test taking, study skills, time managements, organization) and
assistive technology.”

Past participants agree that the Transition to College Program offered by the Sault College
Disability Services was useful or very useful to them. With funding from the Ministry of
Training, Colleges and Universities, the program is free to participants and includes lunch each
day. Space in the program is limited, so those interested need to apply by July 16. Successful
applicants will be notified by the last week of July.
